JASON EVERT IS THE KEYNOTE SPEAKER FOR THE 

ARCHDIOCESAN YOUTH CONFERENCE.  

HIS PRESENTATION IS SLATED FOR 2:45 on SATURDAY.   

Jason Evert earned a master's degree in theology, and undergraduate degrees in counseling 
and theology, with a minor in philosophy at Franciscan University of Steubenville. He is the 
author of more than ten books, including If You Really Loved Me , How to Find Your Soul-
mate Without Losing Your Soul , and Theology of the Body for Teens , which challenge 
young people to be pure. Jason speaks at seminars, participates in debates, and responds to 
thousands of questions about chastity and Catholicism from people around the world.   

 
After giving chastity presentations solo for three years, Jason teamed up with Crystalina. They now speak internationally to over 100,000 
teens each year in Catholic, Christian, and public junior and senior high schools, as well as universities. Both Jason and Crystalina are 
full-time apologists with Catholic Answers , the nation's largest lay-run apostolate for apologetics and evangelization. After a year of 
speaking as an engaged couple, Jason and Crystalina married in 2003, and continue to share their inspirational testimonies with teens as 
well as parents. In their highly popular chastity seminar, "Romance without Regret," the duo provides compelling and uplifting reasons for 
embracing the virtue of chastity.  
 
The Everts are on the Board of Advisors for the National Abstinence Clearinghouse , and are frequent guests on radio programs 
throughout the country. Their television appearances include Fox News, the BBC, Donahue, WGN-TV news, and EWTN. They have 
hosted a pair of TV series for teens on EWTN: ñThe Pure Life ò and ñTheology of the Body for Teens .ò Jason's video ñ Teen Relation-
ships and Sexual Pressure .ò was given the Silver Crown Award for Best Youth Video by International Christian Visual Media and the two 
of them were given the 2003 Impact Award by the National Abstinence Clearinghouse for their success with teens in America.

SCIENCE FAIR INFORMATION 
FROM DR. VALLOR 

 
Dear Parents, 
  
Just another reminder about the upcoming science fair. All project posters are 
due on Friday, February 10th. Your student should bring ONLY their poster that 
day. We will store them in the upstairs section of the library until setup. The mid-
dle school students will have their fair on Saturday February 11th. The high 
school students will have theirs on Saturday, February 25. In both cases, the stu-
dents need to be scheduled for a time to be interviewed by the fair judges. 
Please e-mail your child's science teacher to arrange an interview time for them. 
The interview times are as follows: 
  
Slot #1 10:30-11:30 
Slot #2 11:30-12:30 
Lunch for Judges 12:30-1:00 
Slot #3 1:00-2:00 
Slot #4 2:00-3:00 
  
Please give us three ranked choices and please be aware that not all classes will 
need the later slots, depending on size. Students should show up 15 minutes 
before their scheduled time and anticipate being at the school for at least 45 
minutes. Standard school uniforms should be worn.  
  
Students should bring with them to the interviews their logbooks and any other 
display items that they think are useful in explaining their projects to the judges. 
Their logbooks and any other items should be taken with them when they 
leave-only the poster should remain after they have interviewed. Logbooks will 
be turned in to the teacher the following Monday. Please, no fire, live electrical 
wiring, live microorganisms, animals or plants, or obnoxious smells as parts of 
the display.
